WJEC information 
The WJEC, the governing body for examinations in Wales, has asked us to make all pupils and 
parents aware of the following: 
 
The GCSE Summer 2022 series starts on  16 May 2022 and ends on 22 June 2022. If a major incident 
occurs during the examination series, an exam may be re-scheduled to a contingency day which is 29 June 
2022 . An examination would be re-scheduled only in extremely rare and exceptional circumstances. 
Students taking examinations must be available for the entire examination period, in the event of an 
examination being rescheduled. Therefore, all GCSE candidates must be available on 29 June 2022. 
 
 
Full and punctual attendance in school for all Year 11 pupils is required until 
Friday 27th May. This is now Pembrokeshire Education Authority policy. 

 

There is NO STUDY LEAVE before May 27th. 
 
After the half-term break, from Monday June 6th, pupils will be allowed to 
study at home, attending school only for exams and the exam revision 
sessions that will be arranged.
