Year 11 | Some Year 11 learners will be contacted individually to attend
school to participate in some lessons.

However, other Year 11 learners should engage with Google
Classroom and spend time on revision/preparation for their
forthcoming GCSE examinations.

Year 12 | Year 12 and 13 should attend school for lessons/private study
Year 13
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School buses will run as normal and a food service will be available for on-site learners between 11:45-
12:15. A direct BACS payment will be made to those entitled to free school meals.

The strike is happening because of a national dispute between the unions and the Welsh and United
Kingdom Governments over pay.
